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THE CLERGY LETTER  
 
Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his 
friends. John 15.13 
Remembrance is at the heart of our faith. It is what makes us human and is 
part of the divine in us as well. Since the dawn of time people have told stories 
of their families and cultures, always trying to make sense of what has been in 
the light of present experience. 
At the heart of our faith are two great acts of remembrance. From our Jewish 
inheritance and in Exodus in the Old Testament there is the story of how God 
rescued the Jews from slavery in Egypt under Pharaoh. Each year Jewish 
people still celebrate and remember this great act of redemption by God 
during the Passover meal. It was at that same meal, on the night before he 
died, that Jesus took bread and wine and for each said “this is my body/blood, 
eat/drink in remembrance of me”; our second great act of remembrance 
One of the imperatives which keeps our yearly remembrance each November 
vital is our continuing to try to make sense not only of the bloodshed which we 
are remembering from two world wars and conflicts since then, but also of a 
world full of tension where acts of terrorism abound and it seems that at any 
time we might be asking our young to risk their lives again in some other 
foreign field.   The ‘war to end all wars’ seems so distant. 
During this time there will be much storytelling, much trying to make sense.   
And a phrase that will come up time and again is “Greater love hath no man.” 
This was first said by Jesus, on the night before his death and just after 
celebrating that Passover with his friends. Talking about himself he was 
making clear that he was laying his life down for us all, for all of mankind.   He 
died the cruellest death by crucifixion, but conquered death by rising again on 
that first Easter Day. 
That death and resurrection, which we continue to remember each time we go 
to church, helps us to make sense of all we are remembering. For it gives us 
hope through it all. Jesus’ conquering death means for those who sacrificed 
their lives, we still have the confidence that is not the end but there is still 
‘some country far away I’ve heard of long ago’ awaiting for them in life after 
their death. 
And indeed as we read through the whole bible, it helps us to make sense of 
the seeming senselessness of today. For at the heart of it is the story of God’s 
perfect creation, but of mankind turning their back on God and on the 
perfection of that creation leading to the violence, greed and lusting after 
power that is at the heart of so much conflict. But God did not give up but 
came to earth as Jesus to bring us back to that loving relationship with him he 
so wants 
For those of us still living through these dangerous times it speaks of God’s 
ultimate sovereignty over us all and makes us pray all the more urgently “Thy 
Kingdom come”.
